In Memorandum Circular No. 005-06 issued by LWUA Administrator Lorenzo H. Jamora dated June 28, 2006, addressed to all water district general managers of Regions 11, 12 and CARAGA, the LWUA-PAD has been tasked to organize a nationwide network of Information Officers to serve as conduit in ensuring coordinated and massive information campaign to highlight the programs and achievements of the water districts and LWUA in the implementation of the provincial water supply agenda of the government.
In reaction to this circular, please be reminded that there is an existing duly organized association of public relations officers, the National Association of Water Districts Public Relations Officers (NAWD-PROs) comprising of water district public relations/public information officers and PR/PI-designates performing the same functions.

The Association, now an affiliate of the Philippine Association of Water Districts (PAWD) under the Public Relations/Government Relations Committee can harmonize programs on networking of information, which will redound to achieving the same purpose and objective. In addition, the regional information councils (NOMWIC, SOCEMWIC, BRIC, etc.), created by LWUA, continue to exist and function as conduit of information.

Membership in the LWUA-PAD Information Officers Network is a duplication of function and therefore, water districts may discourage the membership of their PR/PI employees to said network. Water districts, however, may send participant in the “two-day Seminar-Workshop for WD Information Officer,” which may be scheduled in your respective regions.
