The PAWD-Public/Government Relations Committee Chair, GM Benni Andres of Orani WD, met with some officers of the National Association of Water Districts Public Relations Officers (NAWD-PRO) last October 12, 2006 in Cebu City and drew up plans for 2007. 

In summary, they resolved to propose the following activities involving all water districts:
1. All water districts shall include visibly in their calendar designs for 2007 this line: (name of WD) (acronym of WD) – A member of the Philippine Association of Water Districts (PAWD), Inc.

2. Water districts belonging to the very large, large and big water districts shall be asked to reproduce and distribute the Water District Primer among the employees, local executives and communities to increase their awareness about the Water District Concept. 
3. All water districts are encouraged to send news releases (not feature articles) to the PAWD Office for publication in the national newspapers for free. It would be better if the news releases are accompanied by pictures. Said releases must be of national interest and with economic and social impact. Suggested topics: illegal connections, water meter theft, expansion projects, terrorism, government laws affecting operation, corporate social responsibility, etc.

Except for timeliness that a news release must be urgently published, a schedule of publication of news releases per region has also been determined to spread out exposure as follows: 
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January – Reg. 1 & CAR; February – Reg. 2; March – Reg. 3; April – Reg. 4, May – Reg. 5; June – Reg. 6; July – Reg. 7; August – Reg. 8; September – Reg. 9 & ARMM; October – Reg. 10 & CARAGA; November – Reg. 11; and December – Reg. 12.

4. All water districts will embark on information drives during the WATER DISTRICT WEEK celebrated every 4th week of January. For next year, suggested activities are:

a) school-to-school lecturettes by selected WD staff in chosen

      public elementary schools dubbed as “WD Goes to School;”

b) exhibits on the topics: water, watershed and environment in respective office lobbies; and

c) putting up of streamer on the office façade.

Please be informed also that the NAWD-PRO National Convention will be held at the Cebu Midtown Hotel in Cebu City on December 6-8, 2006. Please send your public information officer and other information staff. For purposes of coming up with the official directory necessary for carrying out public information / relations programs of PAWD-PR/GR Committee, kindly submit to PAWD Office c/o Ram Barquin or NAWD-PRO president Agelia Mora of Butuan City WD not later than November 15, 2006 the name(s) of your public info officer / staff whom you want to officially represent your WD in the NAWD-PRO.
