SUBJECT:
Appointment of Personnel of the Different Local Water Districts in the Country.
In Resolution No. 90-575 dated June 27, 1990, the Commission adopts the decision of the Supreme Court in the case of Tanjay Water District vs. Gabatan (172 SCRA 253) wherein it was ruled that Presidential Decree No. 198, as amended, is the original charter of all water districts in the country and as such water districts are quasi-public corporations whose employees belong to the civil service and therefore should be governed by the Civil Service Law, rules and regulations.

However, pursuant to a recent decided case, (Metro Iloilo Water District vs. National Labor Relations Commission, et. al., G.R. No. 85760 dated May 16, 1990), the Supreme Court ruled that Presidential Decree is a genera legislation empowering and/or authorizing government agencies and entities to create water districts. The Supreme Court futher stated that employees of water districts are not covered by the civil service law as the latter do not have original charters.

Further, the case of Tanjay Water District vs. Gabaton was decided by the Supreme Court en banc while the case of Metro Iloilo Water District vs. national Labor relations Commisison was decided by the Third Division of the Supreme Court.

Hence, in Resolution No. 90-770 dated August 22, 1990, this Commission resolved to rule that the implementation of CSC Resolution No. 90-575 dated June 27, 1990 be deferred in the meantime pending clarification from the Supreme Court regarding its conflicting decisions in the aforecited cases.

You are therefore enjoined to take appropriate steps to defer implementation of said CSC Resolution No. 90-575 dated June 27, 1990.
